
User Guide to resetting your AuSDaT password 
 

 
Step 1: Go to https://tool.ausdat.org.au and click ‘Forgot your password’ 

 

 
Step 2: Enter your email address 

 

 

You will then see a message asking you to check your email 
 

 
 

Step 3: Open the “AuSDaT forgotten password’ email and click on the link

NB: If you do not receive this automated email within 10-15 minutes, please check your Junk 

/ Spam folder. If it is not there, it may be blocked centrally by the hospital’s spam filter. 

Please ask your IT department to check if this is the case and if so to release the email. For 

their information, the sender is noreply@ausdat.org.au and the subject line is “AuSDaT 

forgotten password”. 

 

 
Step 4: Enter a new password. Confirm the password and click reset. 

NB AuSDaT uses a new secure password technology called ‘passphrase’ so rather than using 

the standard password format (max of 8 characters, min of one capital and one numerical 

etc) it’s recommended to use a phrase or sentence that you can easily remember e.g. 

bluegrassandgreensky 
 
 
 

 
Step 5: You will be taken back to the login page. Enter your email address and your NEW password 

(i.e. the one you just reset it to)
